 (September 2026 to July 2027) – Information 

Orgill English Hub is seeking to recruit experienced primary school teachers or leaders, 

based in KS2, to develop and work as KS2 Literacy Specialists. This document provides 

information about the programme and how teachers and their schools can apply to be 

involved. The closing date for applications is 20.4.26. 

Background 

In September 2018, the Department for Education announced 34 English Hubs. This network 

was set up to improve reading standards across the country and improve education 

outcomes for the most disadvantaged children.  

From September 2026, we will be supporting primary and junior schools to improve the 

teaching and learning of reading, with a focus on developing reading fluency. 

Purpose of the role  

The Literacy Specialist role is an exciting opportunity to join the Department for Education’s 

(DfE) English Hub’s network with Orgill English Hub.  Literacy Specialists are responsible for 

empowering  Reading Leaders through in-school support, leading to improved outcomes 

in reading attainment. 

Benefits for participating teachers and their schools 

Participating in the programme will provide the following benefits to the KS2Literacy 

Specialist and their schools: 

 

• KS2 Literacy Specialists will develop: 

o a deep understanding of excellent practice in teaching early reading skills and 

developing fluency 

o skills to develop teaching, planning and assessment in order to effectively support 

pupils to make excellent progress 

o the ability to support teachers, within their own school and in other schools, to 

improve standards.

Expectations of participating teachers and their schools 

• The Headteacher and KS2 Literacy Specialist commit to developing and embedding 

literacy teaching across their school, supported by professional development activity. 

 

• The KS2 LS commits to all aspects of the role and the release time required: 

o approximately one day per week 

o attending Orgill English Hub Training where necessary. 

o collaborating with the English Hub team and other Literacy Specialists. 

o attend half-termly LS team meetings. 

o report writing. 

 

• The Headteacher commits to support the LS, including: 

o helping the specialist develop and embed outstanding teaching of reading and 

literacy within the school 

o ensuring the teacher receives the required release time as outlined above 

 

The LS and Headteacher will provide any reports required by the English Hub and 

participate in any evaluation processes required 

Roles & Responsibilities  

Key duties:  

• Be a lead professional, representing the Hub’s values in all support work and 

associated Delivery Hub activity and promote excellent teaching practice in reading 

• Participate in all CPD, Team Meetings and training linked to the effective delivery of 

the Hub Programme.  

• Take responsibility for any personal development needed linked to meeting the 

challenge checklist in order to provide the best support possible for allocated Partner 

Schools.  

• Under the direction of the Hub Lead, deliver effective support and training for all 

allocated Partner Schools - both virtually and face-to-face.  

• Ensure the effective delivery of support to allocated Partner Schools by using the QA 

framework as a guide to monitor and maintain quality.  

• Report to the Hub Lead regularly about the delivery of support for all allocated 

schools, ensuring concerns are reported promptly and achievements are celebrated 

widely.  

• Work consistently and collaboratively to ensure that all allocated Partner Schools are 

making effective progress towards meeting the challenge checklist, securing strong 

foundations for future learning.  

• Provide intensive in-school support for Partner Schools with the highest level of need, 

including: modelling, coaching and supporting with planning improvements.  

• Ensure all the values and principles represented by the English Hub programme are 

represented in their own school and supported schools, including adherence to 

evidence-based practice.  

Time commitment  
 

The Literacy Specialist will be seconded from their base school for approximately one day 

a week.

Funding 

£450 per KS3 LS delivery day. Training will be paid £375 per day.
